Spring Is Here- Dress Code Reminders 
 

Warmer days are on the way here in the  
beautiful Northwest.  As a reminder to all  
students and families, we do have a dress code at 
Anacortes High School.  We appreciate any and all 
support from home to remind students to dress 
appropriately for school, as they would for work. 

 
The most common dress code violations include 
shorts, pants, or skirts that are too short and shirts 
that do not appropriately cover the body.    Our 
dress code policy is as follows: 

• Appropriate coverage of the body is  
required. Certain shirts are not allowed - these 
include those that are low-cut, sheer, 
 revealing, midriff baring, halter tops, or have 
spaghetti straps. In case you wonder what mid-
riff baring means this is bellies and lower backs. 

 

• Students’ pants, shorts, or skirts should  
appropriately cover the body and their  
undergarments- not shorter than fingertip 
length is our policy.   

 

• Clothing is not to be decorated or marked 
with illustrations, nudity, words, or phrases 
which are vulgar, obscene, promote behavior 
that is intimidating, or include reference to 
drugs, tobacco, or alcohol. 

 

• Hats, hoods, and sunglasses may only be 
worn if approved by the teacher.  They are 
NOT allowed in Brodniak or the main office.
